Press Conference

Thursday, November 23, 2006 - 1:30 pm

Hello and thank you for coming.    I’d like to introduce myself and my family. I am Gordon Derbyshire, this is my wife, Glenda, and my oldest son, Shawn. We, along with our two youngest sons Cameron and Jonathan are Aaron Derbyshire’ family – Aaron has been missing since the night of September 30th. – more than seven weeks ago.

We’ve been through hell since Aaron’s gone missing. I wouldn’t wish these past weeks on anyone.
For those of you that have not been lucky enough to know Aaron, he is a great kid. A son, grandson, brother, cousin and friend to many. 

He is a lifelong resident of this area – born and raised in Westbank, B.C. He was on the front page of the local paper the week he was born, as he was that year’s Mother’s Day baby.

He overcame a struggle with Crohn’s disease with faith, determination and healthy living.

He is a graduate of OUC and works at Wiltech as a civil engineer. He’s a hard worker.

Even though he was out at the Level nightclub that Friday night – it is not a regular hangout for him.

He is much more likely to be found at his weekly men’s soccer games, out fishing in his belly boat, golfing at men’s night, snowboarding, or out treating his little brothers to some special activity.

He is excited about buying a snowmobile before winter arrives.

He is close to his family and has given much to us all. 

He could be your son, nephew, neighbor or friend. 

He is 5’11”, 160 lbs, has curly brown hair and was wearing blue jeans and a button down shirt that night. There must be someone out there that saw something, heard something or knows what happened on the night of September 30th. A man doesn’t just vanish into thin air. 

We are not a wealthy family but with the help of family members, friends, co-workers and local business people, a reward of  $100,000 is being offered for information leading to Aaron’s recovery. The reward is being offered until dec 25 2006. We want him home before Christmas. It would be the ultimate present.

Please, if you know what happened to Aaron, call. Ask everyone you know if they might have information. We need your help to find our son.
